OQur plan is to have SewingrcomeTotheragyealaydn May 14th Boitdadh @s
how to do Stack and Whack. Several people have voiced a desire for a program on this skill, and we
have never tried it. Thanks to Opal, at the last meeting, you have an idea of what to expect.
If we can get 15 people to commit to this program the cost will be $10. You will be required to
bring 2 ¥ yards of material with a repeat of 12 inches to learn this technique. OR you can share that
2Y4 yard with a friend and each get to do a square or two if we spl it the yardage on the fold. (Note: If
your repeat is longer, you need more material.)
Perhaps you have material in your stash that will work. What you need to have is material with a
12-inch repeat design d enough to make 6 layers of the same pattern. If your repeat is more than 12
inches, you will need more material. (enough for six layers of the pattern.) If the repeat is less than 12
inches you could use less yardage, but your block will be smaller.

If you did not get a chance to sign up at the March meeting, you can sign up at the April meeting.
Hope to see you there on May 14!

Other materials you will need include:
f your machine with IJ6 foot, power cords, foot
flat head pins, if you have them, work best (we can share)
cutting mat and rotary cutter (a fresh blade helps) You will cut 6 layers.
scissors
aruler 6 ¥2 X 24 ¥» with a 60 ° line on it and another ruler that is 12% by any width.
a seam ripper (just in case)
your material pre-ironed
