We will make samples of different designs to use as a
reference.

Supplies needed are: Sewing machine with the ability to
drop feed dogs, darning foot, walking foot, BSR(if you have
one), batting-cotton, wool, high loft or low loft—all or just one
of these. Make about ten 12-inch quilt sandwiches with solid
fabrics. Thread that will contrast with the fabrics in a variety
of weights - 40 ,50, 60, variegated. You probably have all these
supplies at home. You need a wash away marking pen and a
pen to write notes on the fabric.

Ps..BSR means Bernina Stitch Regulator —for some Bernina
machines.
